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A New Extension 

By exploring the appearance and materiality 
of the existing historic context, a palette of 
materials has been developed to ensure any 
contemporary intervention is as sensitive and 
contextual as possible.

As an extension would be built onto a Grade II 
listed building, it is of the utmost importance 
to design the new pavilion to be harmonious 
with the local vernacular. 

By using a contemporary material palette and 
aesthetic, it avoids any new intervention trying 
to unnecessarily compete with or detract 
from the heritage landmark, whilst creating a 
dynamic 21st century addition to the Hall.  

Extension design precedents 
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A new landscaped garden

As part of the new extension, a new 
community garden has been design to 
improve the underutilised green space to the 
south-west of the Hall. 

A key aim for the space is help connect the 
new extension with Kingsway and create a new 
entrance to tie in with the new Stretford town 
centre masterplan.

Landscape design precedents 
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Elevational Studies

Analysing and developing elevational 
patterns to create a dynamic and contextual 
facade.  The facade aims to activate the 
southern elevation of the Hall and provide a 
new alternative entrance for basement and 
ballroom events when required. 
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A new display opportunity 

The new glazed facade of the extension 
provides a great opportunity to improve the 
‘prominence’ of the Hall at the major A56 
crossroads. 

The glazed area could be used as a new 
creative display board to advertise and 
promote local art, either as a permanent or 
temporary exhibition.
